Martin’s Horse Business

A.E. Martin watched his horse and mule business expand.  In the spring, 1915, he advertised two fine stallions, one a Percheron of 2,000 pounds which had won blue ribbons at El Paso and at Fort Worth, and the other a Wilkee brown saddler and driver.105  War in Europe created a demand for mules, and Martin inaugurated Mule Day each Saturday.106  During four months in 1915, he paid more than $40,000 for mules and horses and was making Stephenville a mule center.107  He especially sought animals from 14 to 16 hands high, 5 to 8 years old “for war purposes.”108
