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All Pages
The max width of every page is 700 pixels.  This is so that a user may print each page of the site without using a printer friendly page.

The top and bottom menu of every page is controlled by external JavaScript files.

Collections Page

Max width and height before free transform and drop shadow for collection images leading to collection pages:

Width:  92

Height:  75

Then free transform and drop shadow, these two actions are saved as two actions already in Photoshop.  One action is for the pictures that are at the height extremity (75 pixels) and the other is for pictures that are at the width extremity (pixels).

Using the preset actions in Photoshop to make these images:

If the image is wider than it is tall, then use the image size command to shrink it to a pixel width of 92.  If the image is taller than it is wide, use the image size command to shrink it to a pixel height of 75.  Once the image size is set, then use one of the two preset Photoshop actions to apply the tilt, skew, and drop shadow the images need.  If the image is wider than it is tall, use the preset action called “Wide Collections Image Action.”  If the image is taller than it is wide use the “Tall Collections Image Action.”  The collection image you are trying to create should look about the same as the previously created collection images.
